Q The terminal is wet. What can | do?

A Detach the battery from the terminal and dry it. If the
terminal still doesn’t work after it is dried for a certain
period of time, it is required to replace the main
board and other parts.

Q The terminal fails to boot.

A The program might have been damaged. Reset the
terminal, and if the problem continues, contact the
Customer Care Center.

Q The battery is not charged.

A Make sure that the terminal is properly connected
with the desktop charger, and check if the lamp
works properly. Rub off the charging terminal clean.
If it is not charged normally, it can because of aging
or failure of the battery. (Warranty period for a
battery is 6 months.)
